Lobbying the University hard to reduce hall fees. Residential fees were increased by 8% for next year; this has been negotiated down to a 5% increase, although some halls have had to increase costs in order for others to be decreased. This is still not acceptable. Birmingham’s halls are more expensive than any other university except for London and Edinburgh. Registrar and Secretary had agreed to a decrease but we will be having a full review of fees that will be passed onto 2009/10 students. We will be collecting petition signatures.
