Motion: Now is the Library of our Discontent
Guild Council Notes:

1. All final-year English students – both Single Honours and Joint Honours – have to take a compulsory Shakespeare module.
2. This module is significant to the outcome of English students’ degrees. The module is worth a total of 20 credits, consisting of a 10-credit essay and a 10-credit exam.

3. Despite this, the majority of core Shakespeare texts and critical works are kept in the Shakespeare Institute in Stratford-Upon-Avon.
4. Students have no choice but to take multiple trips to Stratford-Upon-Avon to use the library, adding to their hidden course costs through petrol and train tickets.

Guild Council Believes:

1. English Students should not be put in a situation where they have to travel to Stratford-Upon-Avon to access texts that are necessary for successful completion of their Shakespeare module.
2. Furthermore, English Students should not have to pay for these journeys.
Guild Council Resolves:

1. The Main Library should have better provision of Shakespeare texts.

2. Alternatively or additionally, the English department should subsidise costs for journeys to Stratford-Upon-Avon.

Guild Council Mandates:

1. The VPEA to lobby the Main Library to provide better provision of Shakespeare texts and critical works.
2. Alternatively or additionally, the VPEA to lobby the English department to subsidise travel costs for English students who currently have to travel to Stratford-Upon-Avon to access Shakespeare texts.
