Eligibility

The grant scheme is only open to recognised Guild student groups who have met the necessary requirements (number of members, contact information, completing risk assessments and attending meetings).  When allocating the grant we take into consideration group activity levels such as Guild Council and Miniforum attendance, and the level of funding given in the main grant process – if funding for a specific item was turned down, you can not apply for that item again unless specified in the feedback on your summary sheet. The rolling grant process is designed to fund activities or equipment that could not have been budgeted for in the main grant process – to fund ideas that come up throughout the year. Rolling grant should be related to the core objectives of your group, and can not be used for socials, or food/drink.

This fund has been set up to assist societies in genuine need of financial support; please do not apply if you can access assistance from elsewhere.  
Submission instructions
We would prefer paper copies to be handed in to the Student Development counter; 

Please give as much explanation/justification as possible, with detailed breakdowns on what you want to spend the money on and why. Also detail if you are getting other income from alternative sources to help pay for this item or that pays for other things that you do. The Committee will be more likely to assist groups that already do some fundraising activities or have got partial contributions from members or from sponsorship. If you aren’t sure about ideas for fundraising or attracting sponsorship, please speak to Student Development staff.

Include details of funding from other sources (subsidy from membership fee/member contribution, fundraising, sponsorship etc) – the Committee will tend not to give large sums to groups that have not tried to raise the money themselves. Please try to be fairly detailed, yet set out your application in a simple, easy to read format. 

There are three options available for funding:

A/ Loan – you can request an amount for a specific amount of time for a specific reason, such as to cover initial costs which will then be repaid from income during an event. The Committee may set an early repayment date, but loans need to be repaid by the start of July each year

B/ Grant – Conventional funding given for specified items

C/ Match-funding – similar to grant, but on the basis that your group will raise a similar amount of money itself (from sponsorship, fundraising or member contributions) – basically a grant with strings attached.

Once you have submitted your application form, staff will check the relevant information and then pass it to the Student Groups Committee, who will read your form. If they have any queries, they may ask you for more information or for you to come to a meeting to talk to them. The group usually meets roughly every three weeks during term time, and once a decision has been made, you’ll be informed of the outcome.
